Rapid population growth and a shortage of land and jobs in rural areas 
have produced a steady migration of destitute Filipino residents to the 
cities. Urban areas are not excluded from the grasp of poverty, often 
leading to lives battered by drug abuse, child neglect, and human 

trafficking.
